Provisional Playing Schedule

e Two separate events — Men’s’ Singles & Women’s’ Singles

e Group round robin format, before players progress to play out for a final finishing position — allowing
all players plenty of matches.

e The top 2 players from each group will go into a draw to play out for the top finishing positions

e The bottom 2 players from each group will go into a draw to play out for the lower finishing positions

e This will mean that every player, will keep playing until they get a final finishing position, regardless of
whether they have won or lost their previous round.

e This format allows for everyone to continue playing until the end of the day, and also therefore allows
for plenty of matches for each individual player

be communicated via email.

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Tournament Regulations and Information

1. Every entrant must be affiliated as a Compete Member or provide proof of being a member of another National Association in
membership of the ITTF in order to gain a reciprocal membership. An entrant who is not a TTE member or is affiliated as a Supporter or
Club Play Member may alternately purchase a One-Off Tournament Pass at the time of entry via
https://tabletennisengland.sport80.com/ once this product is launched. It is not possible to obtain the OTTP at the tournament

2. TTE Regulations Part A (Regulated Competitions) and Part B (Tournament Regulations) apply to the tournament.

3. ITTF Regulations for International Competitions apply to the tournament except where otherwise specified in TTE Regulations Parts
A or B, or in this form.

4. Completion and submission of this Entry Form signifies agreement by the Entrant to the Conditions of the Competition including any
variations of ITTF regulations and must be sent to amy.blitzttc@outlook.com. Full payment at point of entry will be required to secure
your entry. Entries received with no payment will not be entered.

5. Men & Women will play in separate events, unless the number of entrants doesn’t allow this, in which case it shall then be a mixed
event

6. All matches shall be the best of five games. The final order of a group shall be determined as per ITTF regulation 3.7.5 for group
competitions.

7. Main colour of a players clothing must be different from the colour of the ball.

8. No competitor or official shall engage in betting on players or matches.

9. All competitors may be required to umpire at least one match in each event entered.

10. Doping shall not take place either before or during play and doping control tests may take place.

11. All competitors must report to the referee on arrival and should not leave the premises without first obtaining the referee’s
permission. Players absent when called upon to play are liable to be scratched.

12. Should there be insufficient entries for the competition the referee reserves the right to cancel the event. If it becomes necessary
to restrict entries, priority will be given in order of receipt.

13. The referee’s decision shall be final on a point of law and on any question arising not provided for in these regulations.

14. All entries and event details are subject to COVID-related restrictions, or protocols and Table Tennis England deem necessary.
Venues used for events may impose COVID restrictions that go beyond government guidance.

15. All participants and attendees at Table Tennis England events are subject to Table Tennis England Codes of Conduct. Please see

18. Playing conditions — Joola Flash 3* white balls, 3 Joola 2000S Green Tables & 3 Donic Compact 25 Blue Tables, Donic & Joola nets
and post, Lighting is general and 300 lux and a minimum of 3m high. Flooring is a general sports hall flooring. Scoring machines will be
used for all matches. Court sizes will be 9m x 4.5m, with barriers surrounding each court.

19. Entry closing date is Friday 24 October. Draw will be made on Monday 27" October.

20. There will be no charge for admission. Entry forms can be downloaded from the TTE website or requested from the organiser. Clubs
wishing to enter players on bulk, can do this by contacting the organiser.
