Every entrant must be affiliated as a Compete Member or provide proof of being a member of another National
Association in membership of the ITTF in order to gain a reciprocal membership. An entrant who is not a TTE member or
is affiliated as a Supporter or Club Play Member may alternately purchase a One-Off Tournament Pass at the time of entry
via https://tabletennisengland.sport80.com/ once this product is launched. It is not possible to obtain the OTTP at the
tournament.

Players entering cadet events must have been born in 2011 or later, and players entering junior events must have been
born in 2007 or later.

Completion and submission of this entry form signifies agreement by the entrant to the conditions of the competition
including any variations of ITTF regulations.

All matches shall be the best of five games up to 11. The final order in a Group shall be decided as per ITTF Regulation
3.7.5.

Competitors must report to Control on arrival and must not leave the hall without obtaining permission. Players absent
when called upon to play are liable to be scratched.

The Organiser reserves the right to merge/cancel events if entries are low.

There will be no separate practice facilities, but competitors will be permitted to practice on match tables at the discretion
of Control.

Doping shall not take place either before or during play. Doping Control tests may take place.

No gluing up or boosting/tuning will be allowed.

Time outs are permitted.

No competitor or official shall engage in betting on players or matches.
